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The Solution: Active Archival

• Optimizes storage OPEX and CAPEX

– Reduces cost per TB and delivers real storage TCO

– Grid-based active archives scale to PB’s of low cost storage or cloud 

storage and compute resources

• “Pay as you grow” solution spreads cost over many quarters or years

– Use of low cost, heterogeneous server and storage platforms

• Low cost secondary storage or cloud storage deployment saves 4X – 7X per 

TB than high storage performance storage (depending upon vendor)

– Providing the data and content for conducting business 

• Determine compliance needs and the litigation risk

• Distinguish between what is mandated and required by:

– Government requirements

– Corporate policy 

– Business efficiency 

• Organizations must proactively determine balance between legal, 

compliance, and user needs
